Scholarship Guidelines 

 
Eligibility and General Information 

1. Applicant must be a graduating senior or current student in an accredited college or 

university.  The scholarship is a cash award payable to the college/university designated 

by the recipient.   

2. High School GPA (grade point average) of 3.0 or college GPA of 2.75 is required. 

3. Applicants must be enrolled in a college/university before the scholarship money is 

released. 

4. Primary consideration for the scholarship is academic achievement, leadership qualities 

and community involvement. 

5. Current members of Salem Baptist Church are eligible for this scholarship. 

Application Deadline: April 12, 2010 (postmark deadline) 

 

Application Procedure 

In order to be considered for the Annette Michael Scholarship, an applicant must comply with the 

listed application procedures and eligibility criteria. 

 

1. The applicant must complete the scholarship application form by the designated deadline. 

2. Submit a 300 word (typed) essay answering the following statement: 

 “ The influence my Grandmother has had on my personal and spiritual 

development” 

3. The applicant must submit a high school or college official transcript with seal, and two 

letters of recommendation from a pastor, counselor, teacher, or other school official or 

community leader.  It’s the responsibility of the student to secure the letters of 

recommendation and include with other application materials. 

4. The applicant must send the scholarship application, official high school transcript or 

college transcript, two letters of recommendation and essay to:
